An Ontario County bicyclist was killed after being 
struck by a SUV Saturday night in Canandaigua.  

Police say Ralph Miller, Jr., 47, was driving his Ford 
Explorer on Grimble Rd. in Canandaigua just after 5 
p.m.  

Miller told police he was distracted when papers fell to 
the floor of his SUV. That's when police say he hit 
Gerald Silkiewicz, 54, of Canandaigua, who was 
riding his bicycle.  

Silkiewicz was pronounced dead at the scene. The 
accident remains under investigation.
